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Program Summary

The Annual Transit Report is prepared by the South Dakota Department of Transportation
(SDDOT) to provide citizens, transportation providers, public officials and other stakeholders an
overview of transit in South Dakota. This report provides a summary of public and specialized
transportation programs along with detailed operational and financial data.

This report is published annually and condenses the fiscal year administration and operational
records for the public transit systems in South Dakota. The report is published largely to provide
information about the performance of the public transit programs for the fiscal year. The report is
distributed and available to state and local officials, support agencies, boards of directors, and the
public.

During Fiscal Year 2021, 450 vehicles partially funded by the Federal Transit Administration (FTA)
provided rural public and specialized transportation services in South Dakota. Federal funding
sources included: Section 5339, 5310, 5311, and some non-FTA funded vehicles receiving FTA
Section 5311 operating funds. These vehicles traveled 3,803,160 miles and provided 944,744 rides
during Fiscal Year 2021.

The transit systems operating in Sioux Falls and Rapid City receive FTA Section 5307 urban transit
capital and operating funds directly from FTA and 5339 funds from the State of South Dakota for
vehicles and facilities. In FY 2021, Sioux Falls and Rapid City public transit vehicles traveled
1,477,622 miles and provided 652,271 rides. In FY21, Community Coordinated Transportation
Systems, formally known as the River Cities Public Transit of Sioux Falls operating project,
provided 24,285 rides and traveled 73,643 miles. The River Cities Cheyenne River Sioux Transit
service provided 15,270 rides and traveled 217,326 miles. The Prairie Hills Transit Urban Operating
project began service, performing 50 rides that travelled 2,472 miles. Finally, the inter-city bus
system provided 46,745 rides and traveled 446,378 revenue miles in South Dakota.

The South Dakota Transit Agencies played an important role during and after the COVID-19
Pandemic by providing safe and reliable transportation for their clients. While ridership numbers
and milage are down compared to previous years, Transit continued to play in integral part in many
people’s lives by providing essential transportation services.

Public and specialized transportation service providers are a key element in the successful
implementation of numerous state policy objectives. Among those is the effort to keep elderly
citizens and citizens with disabilities in their own homes and active members of their community.
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Executive Summary

There are 13 rural public transit systems, and 13 specialized transit organizations that provide service
within South Dakota. Public transit in South Dakota is committed to providing non-discriminatory
service to gain access to needed medical, nutrition, education, employment, social and commercial
services, particularly in the rural areas of South Dakota. Public transit providers range in size from
those which provide daily fixed route to demand-response services with schedules and destinations
determined on a day-to-day basis.

The SDDOT Office of Air, Rail and Transit (ART) administers several programs through the FTA
which support public and specialized transportation service providers in South Dakota. These
programs include:

e Section 5303 provides urban transit planning assistance program funds and transit planning
activities in the metropolitan areas of South Dakota including Sioux Falls and Rapid City. These funds
are administered by the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA).

e Section 5304 provides statewide rural planning and research. At the state’s discretion, the funds may
be used for statewide planning, technical assistance, planning support, research and development for
non-urbanized areas.

e Bus and Bus Facilities Section 5339 provides capital funding through formula and discretionary
funds to replace, rehabilitate, and purchase buses and related equipment and to construct bus related
facilities. Eligible applicants include public agencies and private non-profits engaged in public
transportation, including organizations that provide services dependent on age, disability or low-
income.

e Section 5310 provides capital grants and operating funds to private nonprofit organizations and
governmental authorities where no non-profit organizations are available to support transportation for
seniors and individuals with disabilities.

e Section 5311 provides capital, administration, and operating grants for public transportation service
projects in non-urbanized areas (less than 50,000 population). One of the main goals of Section 5311
funding is to enhance the access of people in non-urbanized areas to health care, shopping, education,
employment, public services, and recreation.

e Section 5311(b)(3) Rural Technical Assistance Program (RTAP) provides funds to support the
training and technical assistance needs of rural transit operators and drivers.

e CARES Act provides emergency assistance. All capital, operating, and planning activities normally
eligible under Sections 5307 & 5311 are eligible. SDDOT awarded the funds for provider operating
and state administration.
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The SDDOT also distributes state dollars to help meet the local matching fund requirements of
subrecipients. The SDDOT and the South Dakota Department of Human Services (SDDHS), Division
of Long-Term Services and Supports (LTSS) work together to distribute Title 111-B funding to assist
in funding transportation services for people who are elderly or have disabilities. These funds are
allocated through an application process coordinated by the SDDOT and SDDHS.

During Fiscal Year 2021, 13 organizations provided rural public demand-response transportation
services in South Dakota. These organizations operated 450 vehicles traveling 3,574,642 revenue
miles and provided 895,794 rides.

The Section 5311 program treats project administration expenses as a separate cost category from
capital and operating expenses. Administration expenses are considered “non-operating” and are
funded at 82.82% federal share. Operating expenses are considered those costs directly related to
system operation. Net operating expenses remain after operating revenues are subtracted from eligible
operating expenses.

Operating expenses are funded at a 51.76% federal cost share. Local funds for the 13 rural public
transit agencies represent over $4.1 million to keep the rural public transits operating. Local funds for
the purposes of this report may include contracts with other transportation agencies, advertisement
revenue, fares, Medicaid and donations. If transit agencies expend all federal funds before the end of
the fiscal year, local funds cover the remaining operational expenses for the year.
